	Stage 1—Desired Results

	Established Goals: 

Learners will be able to evaluate the success/failure of the French Revolution based on the ideals and principles of democracy. 

1. Compare the major ideas of philosophers and their effects on the democratic revolutions in England, the United States, France, and Latin America (e.g., John Locke, Charles-Louis Montesquieu, Jean-Jacques Rousseau, Simón Bolívar, Thomas Jefferson, James Madison).  (10.2.1)

2. List the principles of the Magna Carta, the English Bill of Rights (1689), the American Declaration of Independence (1776), the French Declaration of the Rights of Man and the Citizen (1789), and the U.S. Bill of Rights (1791).  (10.2.2)

3. Explain how the ideology of the French Revolution led France to develop from constitutional monarchy to democratic despotism to the Napoleonic Empire.  (10.2.4) 

	Understandings:

Students will understand that . . .
· Although the French had admirable ideas/principles that inspired the Revolution, the implementation of these ideas/principles had various levels success.
	Essential Questions:

· What were the important beliefs of the Enlightenment Philosophers?

· How did their ideas influence the development of various political documents?

· What were the political differences in the forms of government during the three main stages of the French Revolution?

	Students will know . . .                                     

· The ideas/principles of democracy (individual rights, limited power of government). 


	Students will be able to . . .

· Be able to rate/score each stage of the French Revolution based on the ideas of the Enlightenment Philosophers and the principles embedded in the political documents of the time.

You will be creating multiple exhibit displays for a Museum examining Modern Europe.  Working in a group of 2-3 learners you will create exhibits for the three main stages of the French Revolution.  You must create display posters/board that includes: 

· Visuals & descriptions of the stage 

· Plus/Delta of how well the stage reflected the democratic principles, this must include references to the MT Learning Targets

· Overall score for the stage in connection to the MT Learning Targets  

*For level 4 evidence you must include:

· Formal analysis (video, Blog, paper) discussing overall success/failure of the French Revolution

· Presentation of your argument to the class
